Mounting the Water Heater

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Mount the Water Heater on the Mounting screw through Wall mount slot. Tug
downwards on the Water Heater to ensure that the Water Heater is fixed steadily.

prevent leakage.

2. Make necessary plumbing with reference to the Installation Diagram. (Refer

“Installation Diagram”)

3. Connect the cold water pipe to the inlet.
4. Connect the hot water pipe to the outlet.

Note:

+ A. O. Smith recommends Nylon/ Stainless Steel (SS) braided hoses (Flexible Hoses)

having a minimum pressure rating of 6.5 Bar and hoses should be compatible for hot

water applications.

The Pressure relief valve may drip during the usage of the heater. As the water is
heated, it expands and tries to flow back through the inlet pipe but this is prevented

by the presence of the non-return valve (an external valve provided before cold

water tap). Hence water may drip from the Pressure relief valve. Therefore, Discharge

Outlet is provided to discharge water from the Water Heater. To avoid dripping, it is
recommended to install non-return valve at a distance of at least 40 feet away from
the inlet of the Water Heater.

Connecting to Electrical Supply
Figure 12 « Customer should procure a suitable
plug with adequate ratings for 3 kW
unit.
For a 3 kW unit, the power plug should
be having a minimum 16 Amps rating.
Find a separate socket for power plug
and make sure the socket is in firm
contact with the plug. Ensure that
reliable earthing has been done.

Preferred Usage pattern: Before switching ON the power supply to the Water Heater,
adjust the hot water tap to the minimum flow. Then, switch ON the power supply to
the Water Heater. After 40 seconds (approx.) hot water flows continuously at a constant
flow.

A CAUTION

Connect the Water Heater using independent sockets, do not use any adapters.
Use multimeter to check whether the live line and neutral line are not reverse, to
ensure complete safety.

Before installing the Water Heater, confirm that the power of Water Heater matches
electric meter capacity and supply wire.

The Water Heater should be earthed reliably. It is prohibited to connect the earth
wire to neutral wire or faucet water pipe.

If the power supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the manufacturer or
Authorised Service Technician in order to avoid a hazard.

Connecting power cord and plug

« The RED, BLACK and GREEN wires in the power cord corresponds to Live, Neutral and
Earth connections.

« These should be connected in the plug accordingly. It is not permitted to leave out
or short the earth wire with Neutral.

« Reliable earthing in the circuit should be ensured by the customer before
installation.

« Ensure that the Live, Neutral and Earth Terminals in the plug corresponds to the
same in the socket.
